Credit Make-up Opportunities
(Information from Spring 2011.  This information will be updated in Spring 2012)

Many students find themselves behind in either total credits required to graduate or credit for particular classes needed.  Listed below are several makeup opportunities:

BattleGround School District offers online classes using a program called Novanet to students who have completed 9th grade and have failed more than 2 semesters of credit.  For students in the class of 2011 and 2012, the cost for a student is $25.  The cost for a student in the class of 2013 or 2014 is $75 because funds that are used to support the program can only be used for the older students.  Live support will be available July 11-August 4, 2011.  A mandatory meeting will be held for all participants on July 11th—those students who cannot attend on that day will only be able to take classes on a space-available basis. Evergreen School District and Vancouver School District also offer make-up classes (for students who failed the particular class).   
For the Evergreen District, the contact number is 604-4082 and the classes will be offered at Union High School.  *Cost for out-of-district students is $160 per semester of credit.

In the Vancouver District, registration is done through the Jim Parsley Community Center at 4100 Plomondon Street.  Classes are online and the cost is $175 per semester of credit for out-of-district students.
