Seizing the STAT Opportunities 
Cliff Notes for Parents
The success of all Prairie High School students is our primary focus.  STAT has been created to increase opportunities for your success. You may think that STAT is just for struggling or failing students, but it has also been created to support students who are already successful in the classroom. STAT is designed for you to take advantage of the many opportunities available at PHS, including academic support from your teachers (as needed), test make-ups, labs, study groups, tutoring, choir/band practice, and participation in clubs, such as DECA, NHS, Drama, Chess Club, Science Olympiad, Frisbee, and others, that meet during STAT. 

STAT is for you to use how you see fit so long as it supports your academic progress toward graduation. If your choices for using STAT cause your grades to drop, you will lose the opportunity to make such an important decision. For some, it may seem that STAT is an hour lunch, but it is NOT. We expect you to eat, but the extra time exists for you to make academic choices first and social choices second.  If you begin to struggle in a class or your grades drop below a C, you may be placed on a “support list” that will require you to attend STAT every day in the classes in which you need help. 
STAT Success Opportunities:

A. Students scan in when they enter the classroom.
B. Your student will see their teachers Monday – Thursday.
C. Friday is for Spirit Activities – Enjoy!  GO FALCONS!  Teachers will be collaborating.
(unless your student is on the “Support List).
D. Students can take advantage of joining a club which meets during STAT. 
E. Closed Campus:
1.    All freshman and sophomores (by credit). 
2.    Juniors and seniors (by credit) who do not qualify for off campus.

F. Off Campus qualifications for juniors and seniors:
 1.  Must be a Junior or Senior by credit
 2.  Must attend STAT once during the previous week.

 3.  Must have all C’s or better.

Support List Process
If your student is failing one or more classes, they will be placed on a “Support List.” 
If they are the “Support List,” they are required to attend STAT every day. 
· Mon – Thur. in the classes they are failing. 
· On Friday students will receive support with an intervention team of counselors and administrators. 
· A teacher, administrator, or parent will be able to submit students to be on the support list. 
· A teacher, administrator, or parent will be able to submit students for or remove students from the student support list if they are passing.
Support List Students:

1. Your student must scan into their failing class and remain there for the entire 20 minutes.

2. F students must attend STAT everyday in the class or classes they are failing.
3. Exception:  If your student or your student’s teacher of a non-failing class wants them to attend STAT with them:

1. Your student will go directly to the class of the teacher that has requested them; they do not need to go to the class they are failing first. 

2. An “Excused Pass” will be given to them at the end of the time spent with the non-F teacher. 
3. THEY will then take the “pass” and drop it off in a box in the office to avoid being assigned detention for not going to their failing class. 

4. Your student must remain in the non-Failing teacher’s classroom for the entire STAT.
What happens if your student is on the Support List and doesn’t attend STAT?
1. Your student will be assigned detention the same day for not attending STAT.
2. Parents will immediately receive a phone call if your student is assigned same day detention.

3. An office TA will deliver the pass to your student in your afternoon classes – periods 4, 5 &6 on his/her first offense.
4. The second detention assigned, Renee will be visiting him/her.
5. All detention for STAT will only happen after school from 2:40 – 3:25 (not during lunch/STAT).
Where should your student be during STAT if not in a classroom with a teacher or club advisor?

Where do I hang out during STAT?  - To Be!
· Commons area.
· In front of school.
· Courtyard between the 300 and library.
· Courtyard between sciences north of library.

· Courtyard between counseling center and 700 building.
· Courtyard east of 900 building.
Where I can’t hang out during STAT – NOT To Be!
· Gym hall way or any area in the gym area or upstairs – the PE Hallway.

· Parking lot – only Jrs. and Srs. if they are leaving campus.
· In or around 400 building and between the 400 and 500 building.

· Outside: north gym.

· Behind 900 building.

· All fields and field areas.

· PE hallway will be locked at both ends during STAT, except Tuesday and Thursday when only PE students can enter to do PE make ups.

All Students found in these areas are subject to search and discipline.
