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STAT is a system that creates daily allotted time for students to access teachers to improve or enhance their learning. It
incorporates a system of privileges thal rewards students who are being successtul in their ¢ s. The daily hour of
STAT is from 10:15 a.m. — 11:15 am. It includes time for Junch and time to study, meet with teachers, and participate in
other school activities.

STAT Goals:

Strengthen and improve academic achicvement,

Improve refationships between students and teachers,

Increase club/activity participation.

Create a system of privileges that rewards academic success.

Develop a pyramid of intervention to support struggling students.

Promote school service through student helping students succeed.

Provide collaboration time for teachers on a regular basis.

STAT Procedures

Students should plan their use of STAT time 10 correspond with teacher availability. Each week, all teachers post a
schedule which indicates which days and time periods he/she is available. Teacher’s schedule may further describe what
activities will take place; for instance, one day might be a lab makeup, another would be test makeup, and the third
might be individual tutoring. Each week, students create a schedule that outlines the daysitimes they will meet with
teachers or attend clubs/activities. This schedule determines what time they take their lunch each day. Students report to
their STAT activity at the beginning of a 30-minute period. STAT minutes are recorded and tracked by a computer scan-
ning system. It is the students’ responsibility to scan in and out of the system with their ID card. All students are ex-
pected o attend STAT each week. Students who need more academic help wiil be required to attend STAT every day.
STAT Student Expectations & System of Privileges

All freshmen will atiend STAT every day for the first semester. Freshmen who have F's at the end of first semester
will continue to attend STAT every day. Freshman that pass all of their classes Cs or better 1% semester will be
require to attend STAT four times a week, A grade level is defined by credits earned, not the number of vears
in school.

Grades 10™-12" will attend STAT three days a week. Juniors and seniors who tutor during STAT once a week
will not be required 1o attend STAT three days a week.

Juniors and seniors (by credits) are the only grade levels eligible to teave campus during STAT. Campus is closed
on non-STAT days to all students. For example, Assemblies and special schedules,

On three & four day weeks, grades 10" -12" must attend STAT two times and 9 attend cvery day, .

On 2 day weeks there will be No STAT & closed i$ closed campus. A two lunch system will be implemented
around 4" period.

Students are encouraged to attend weekly forums/events in the auditorium or gym, attend clubs and activitic
participate in a “tutor mentor” program in order to fulfill their three STAT requirements. St
students to connect with their teachers, study alone or in small groups.

STAT attendance can be completed in many ways. Below arc some
examples:

Enter one of your classrooms and study alone or with friends.

Enter one of your classrooms to get extra help from the teacher.

Enter one of your classrooms to make up work, tests, or labs.

Participating in clubs and club activities.

Participate in group activities such as Ultimate Frisbee (Must meet eligibility requirements).

Attend lectures, events, assemblies, films, etc. in the Auditorium.

Participate in mentoring a freshman (qualified juniors & seniors only).

Visit your counselor.

Work on your culminating project in the Career Lab.

Study or tutor in the library.

Work in the Student Store or ASB Office.

Conduct personal or school business in the Main Office, Attendance Office, ASB Office.
Class Standing:
Students are placed in grade level based on the number of credits earned in high school. 9" : fewer than 5.5 credits,
10% 1 5.5+ credits, 11" : 11+ eredits, 12" : 16 + credits.
Off Campus Lunch Privileges:
Prairic High School is a closed campus for ali students during the STAT hour. Students of junior or senior status may
be eligible for off campus privileges during the STAT hour if they are grade level qualified, attended STAT three times
the prior week, and have no “Fs” on the previous grade report(also, a valid parking permit if driving). Juniors and sen-
fors must maintain positive academic progress, attendance, and behavior to keep their off campus privilege. Student off’
campus privileges may be suspended or revoked at any time by administration if he/she does not maintain PHS stan-
dards of student conduct found in the student handbook. Also, parents can request, in writing, that their student not be
allowed to leave campus during STAT/lunch. Students who take other students off campus during STAT/lunch will lose
their off campus privileges and have discipline consequences if the students they take off campus do not have off cam-
pus privileges. Students without off campus privileges that leave campus will have disciplinary consequences as well,
Any student can be assigned a more restrictive schedule during STAT if they don’t use their STAT time effec-
tively and consistently.
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
